The Stabilisation Fund is money for people who:

- work freelance in the arts sector

- You have a UK bank account in your name.

You should only apply once. You should not apply as
an individual if you are involved in a group who are
also applying.
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Who cannot apply?

You cannot apply if:

- You do not work freelance in not-for-profit arts.
Not-for-profit means work done for the good of
people. Not just to make money.

- You earn most of your money from work that is
not freelance.

- You are an organisation.

- You do not work in Wales.

- You are still at school or study full-time.
- You work in education.

- You are under 18 years old.

Can I apply if I work in Film?

We do not support work in Film. But we will
support artists that might work in some parts of
film-making. For example digital arts and writing.
